II. Approval of minutes for June 24, 2008.  Motion to approve by Linda R., second Doug B.  Passed

III. Dawn Gentsch presented the workforce development report so she could join a conference call.  They continue to survey past directors to gain insights in to promoting longevity.  Plans are being developed to survey current directors including exploration of on-line resources.  There was some discussion about enhancing LMS and that LMS is in the process of being migrated to a new provider.

IV. Treasurer’s report:  Reviewed report showing balance of $30,259.83.  Motion to accept by Linda R, second Kathy P.  Passed

V. Reports

a. Workforce development (see above)

b. Growth and membership:  Terri H distributed a list of agencies and their dues status.  There are 64 agencies which have paid dues in 2008.  Terri will contact members to secure updated memberships.

e. ISAC Board – Terri H led a discussion about the offerings at the fall ISAC school and the schedule which includes affiliate time.  Our affiliate time will be our annual meeting as well so members are encouraged to attend.  It will be a good time for Board of Health  and Board of Supervisors to attend as well.  Some of our affiliate time will be in conjunction with the UI CPH Fall Colloquium which will feature Dean Sue Curry.  

There was some discussion about EdTrac.  Iowa Central received $4,000 for disaster training.  Each county will be getting a NIMS compliance survey by 9-30-08.  Counties must be NIMS compliant to be eligible for funding.  IDPH has a goal of 10 educational sessions in each region.  EM is planning training on distinguishing between operations and policy roles.

f. NACCHO – Fran S, Doug B, Graham D, Keith E and Larry B attended the NACCHO meeting in Sacramento, CA.  IDPH/ICPHA received the Jim Parker award of excellence for State/Local collaboration.  Heavy emphasis on accreditation and quality improvement.

g. Public Health Alliance of Iowa (PHAI) – Doug B reported that PHAI has a consensus that passage of the Public Health Improvement Act will be a priority.  The Act is only in draft form and has not been widely reviewed by membership so no action was taken to endorse the Act.  However, Doug will report back to PHAI that ICPHA is supportive of the nature of the Act and will hope to have more discussion at ISAC conference.  Terri H will see in the Public Health Modernization Act can still be put in to the ISAC meeting agenda.

VI. Executive Director contract:  Fran S presented the current contract with Graham Dameron.  Doug B motioned to continue the contract with Graham for another year in the amount of $12,500 ($500 increase from last year).  Second by Shannon W.  Passed

VII. Professional service agreement between ICPHA and Institute for PH, UI:  Laurie Walkner reviewed the past contract with the Institute.  Support is from a HRSA grant through the Upper Midwest Public Health Training Center (UMPHTC) which looks at workforce development issues.  There was discussion of what had been done in the past and what is planned for the coming year.  A scope of work was distributed and is attached.  Motion by Doug B to continue contract, second Kathy P.  Passed.

VIII. PAC – Fran S reported that PAC held a special meeting last week.  Karen Moritz attended for ICPHA.  PAC voted to continue the current regional structure for the rest of this grant year.  

IX. Next meeting is scheduled to take place during the ISAC Fall School in Coralville (Iowa City), November 20, 2008.
